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In accordance with ACDC's commitment to business retention
and growth, the Business Improvement Grant was created
two years ago.

O EEZis an incentive tool that allows Atchison County to offer property tax abatement on
improvements to real property. It is designed to target and incentivize specific industries
(value-added, producer driven agriculture; research and development; distribution and
wholesale except fireworks; telecommunications; manufacturing; computer programming,
data processing/storage; high tech fields; wind energy) and to create jobs. Abatement terms
differ depending on the industry, but all projects must create a minimum of 5 new jobs held
by Atchison County residents.
